Public Entertainment Licence 

CONDITIONS IN RESPECT OF Bungee Jumping/Catapulting

General

1
The licence holder will display the licence in a prominent position at the main entrance to the premises where it may be easily read by members of the public and shall not in any way alter, erase or deface this licence.

2.
The licence holder will advise the Council immediately if he is charged or convicted of any crime or offence during the currency of the licence.

3.
The licence holder or another responsible person (not being under the age of 21 years of age) nominated for the purpose by him shall be present and in charge during the whole period of time that the public are at the entertainment. 
Participants

4.
No person who is under, or appears to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs shall be permitted to jump or catapult, book a jump or catapult or otherwise take any part in the entertainment.

5.
No person under the age of 14 years shall be permitted to jump or catapult.  No person under the age of 18 years shall be permitted to jump or catapult in the absence of parental consent or such consent from any person for the time being in loco parentis; evidence of such consent shall be noted and kept in the Register referred to in Clause 7 below.

6.
i) Except in the case of experienced participants, jumping or catapulting shall not be permitted unless the participant has undergone an appropriate process of induction and training to include information designed to brief the participant about the procedure for the jump or catapult and to allow the participant to assess the risk the participant is undertaking. 

ii) There shall be a minimum cooling off period of at least one hour between the participant booking the jump or catapult and the actual jump or catapult.

7.
A reliable prior written declaration of a person’s state of health must be obtained before the booking for a jump or catapult for that person is accepted.  Only persons with an apparently satisfactory state of health and who have made an apparently reliable written declaration to that effect will be permitted to jump or catapult.  In any event, no person who is obviously ill or frail or otherwise incapacitated shall be allowed to jump or catapult under any circumstances.

Staffing

8.
The licence holder shall ensure that there are sufficient competent staff to supervise the running of the entertainment, and shall ensure that at no time is he or members of staff under the influence of alcohol or drugs during the operation of the bungee jumping/catapulting.  
Insurance & Records

9.
The licenceholder will maintain an insurance policy in respect of Public Liability in respect of the entertainment to a limit of not less than £5 million and where appropriate employer’s liability to a limit of not less than £5 million which policy(ies) must be produced to the Council on demand.

10.
A contemporaneous Register of Bookings of Jumps and Catapults shall be kept and shall be available to the Statutory Agencies upon demand in order that compliance with these conditions may be demonstrable.  The Register shall indicate the participant’s full name, address, date of birth, weight, declaration of state of health (if applicable), parental consent (if applicable) and precise details of booking of jumping or catapulting or a statement that the jump or catapult did not proceed.  Each entry in the said Register shall be signed, or otherwise authenticated by either the licence holder or an authorised member of staff.  The said entries shall always be counter signed or otherwise authenticated by the participant who must confirm that the induction training and the admonition detailed in Condition 6 have been administered to the satisfaction of the participant.

Nuisance

11.
The licence holder shall ensure that all such reasonable measures as may be necessary are taken to prevent nuisance to residents and occupiers of premises in the vicinity.

Equipment and safety

12.
The licence holder shall ensure that suitable written operating and emergency procedures, as agreed with the Statutory Agencies are provided and that all staff are conversant with these procedures.

13.
The licence holder shall ensure that the use of a telephone or another method of calling the emergency services is provided at the location licensed.

14.
The licence holder shall ensure that all areas of the site are accessible to the Fire Brigade, Police and other Statutory Agencies at all times including in case of emergency.

15.
The licence holder shall ensure that in the event of an emergency he or an appointed operative meets any emergency vehicle on arrival at the place of public entertainment.

16.
There must be adequate and safe means of escape from the site in the event of an emergency. 

17.
i) Jumping or catapulting shall only be permissible so long as prevailing weather, light and any other relevant conditions whether due to natural, human or mechanical phenomena will secure that the same is safe to proceed.  In particular there must be adequate natural or artificial light so that any crane, crane driver or operator of any other machinery has adequate all round vision of the site and station at all times.

ii) The licence holder must have a reliable and accurate method of assessing and/or equipment, to enable wind speed and direction to be calculated at all times.

18.
i) On a daily basis throughout the duration of the licence or more frequently as circumstances dictate, prior to any jump or catapult taking place, jump lines and their attachments shall be checked and tested in accordance with the manufacturers’ instructions and guidance relating to the maximum permissible weight of the participant.  No jump shall proceed unless the outcome of each such test is completely satisfactory.  All tests must be recorded and documented.

ii) At all times, with the exception of the jump line itself, the system employed for jumping or catapulting shall incorporate the principle of redundancy so that the failure of any one component of the system does not cause or, otherwise promote, the failure of the whole system.  Two karabiners must always be used when attaching the participant to the bungee rope.

iii) All technical procedures and safety checks whether carried out by an operative or the participant or otherwise must be checked by a second and different operative of the licence holder.  Details shall be contemporaneously recorded.

iv) An operative shall check that all loose items or articles or clothing about the person of the participant have been safely disposed of or made safe and secure prior to the jump or catapult.

v) In the event that a crane, hoist, crab, winch, derrick, jib, pulley or other lifting appliance is used in the bungee jumping or catapulting operations then every such appliance and every part thereof including all working gear and all other plant or equipment used for anchoring or fixing such appliances shall:-

a) be of good mechanical construction, sound material, adequate strength and free from patent defect and

b) be properly maintained and

c) be inspected at least once a week by a competent person and the results of every such inspection, authenticated by the person carrying out the inspection, shall be made available and exhibited to Officers of the Statutory Agencies immediately upon reasonable demand therefor.  No lifting appliance shall be used unless it has been tested and thoroughly examined by a competent person within the previous 14 months and since it has undergone any substantial alteration or repair.  In the event that any lifting appliance or any part thereof, as aforesaid, is subject to any statutory regulations which require certification or maintenance of the same or of fitness or other evidence to be kept then such certification and or evidence shall be made available and exhibited to Officers of the Statutory Agencies immediately upon reasonable demand therefor.  For the purposes hereof, provisions identical to those contained in the Lifting Operations and Lifting Equipment Regulations 1988 shall be deemed to be applicable hereto insofar as it is possible to adapt the same to the relevant circumstances.

19.
i) Insofar as the licence holder is bound by The Management of Health & Safety at Work Regulations 1992 or any other statutory regulations to undertake a risk assessment exercise or otherwise comply with the said regulations or any other statutory provisions, the licence holder shall require to demonstrate compliance therewith to the satisfaction of the Council upon reasonable demand in that respect by Council Officers.

ii) The Council, or any person authorised by the Council, and any Police Officer or Officer of the Emergency Services, or authorised representative of any statutory authority (including the Health and Safety Executive) shall have access to the site at any reasonable time for the purpose of inspecting or examining the same or any plan, equipment, erections or material there.

20.
The licence holder shall ensure that all owners and operators of equipment on the site as well as employees, operatives and attendants are instructed in emergency safety procedures and precautions to be observed and the action to be taken in the event of some or other accident or emergency and the licence holder shall ensure in particular that adequate first aid precautions are available.

21.
All flammable liquids and substances must be contained in proper and adequate containers and stored in a manner to the satisfaction of the Chief Fire Officer.

Enforcement

22
The issue of this licence does not entitle the licence holder to occupy any land owned by the Council and the licence holder must obtain the written consent of the relevant Council department prior to the licence being issued.

23.
The Licensing Authority may order suspension of this licence if in its opinion a condition has been contravened.  During the period of suspension the licence would cease to have effect and continuing to operate would render the licence holder liable to prosecution.
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
