1. Reason for Report

The Board has received an application for a Personal Licence and the Chief Constable
has submitted a Notice stating that the applicant has not been convicted of a relevant
offence. However, as the Chief Constable has submitted information in relation to the
applicant that he considers is relevant to consideration by the Board of the application and
is recommending that the application be refused, the Board must, in law, hold a Hearing.

2, Background
2.1 Jakub Sienkowiec submitted an application for a Personal Licence on 12 December
2024.

2.2 A Personal Licence, issued by a Licensing Board, authorises the licence holder to
supervise or authorise the sale of alcohol.

2.3  The pre-licence conditions that must be met in law before an application can be
granted have been met. Namely, that the applicant:

is aged 18 or over;

possesses a licensing qualification;

does not already hold a Personal Licence; and

has not held a Personal Licence that has previously been revoked within the last five
years (other than it being revoked for failure to produce to the Board evidence of
renewed Personal Licence Holder training)

During October 2024 Mr Sienkowiec has pursued a course of conduct amounting
to stalking with serious alarm and distress by tuning up at the victims address
unannounced, leaving unwanted gifts, being abusive, following the victim to the gym
and place of work and calling thirty to forty times a day. It is believed the victim is
an ex-partner. As this case originates out with Police Scotland | am unable to
provide any further details.

Police Scotland also wish to provide to the Board that Sienkowiec was issued a
Recorded Police Warning for Assault on 11 August 2024. This was following a
complaint that in June 2024 the informant was sitting within a bar when Mr
Sienkowiec, working within the premises at the time, came behind him and ran a
butter knife across the front of his throat before walking away. There was no injury,
no threats made and no reason was given as to why Sienkowiec had done this.
When spoken to by Police he denied running the butter knife across the
complainer’s throat and stated that he and the complainer had recently fallen out
and he advised the complainer that he is not welcome within the licensed premises
where the applicant worked as a manager.

The nature of the pending case causes serious concerns for Police Scotland in
relation to the licensing objective of Preventing Crime and Disorder and Securing
Public Safety. Furthermore the incident for which Mr Sienkowiec received a
Recorded Police Warning happened within a licensed premises showing at the very
least poor judgement in dealing with conflict within the workplace.

In light of the above, the Chief Constable considers that it is necessary for the
purposes of the preventing crime and disorder and securing public safety licensing
objectives, that the application be refused.
