STANDARD CONDITIONS

   
1.
On being granted a licence for the first time, an applicant shall be furnished by the Authorised Officer with a badge.
   
2.
A Street Trader while street trading shall always have with him his licence which he shall keep at all times clean and legible and shall exhibit on demand to any Trading Standards Enforcement Officer, Shops Inspector, Environmental Health Officer, Police Officer or such other Officer as may be described by the Council in the licence from time to time on production by that Officer, Inspector, Police or other Officer of his badge of office or written evidence of his appointment to that office and shall allow such Officer, Inspector, Police or other Officer to note the particulars on such licence.
   
3.
A Street Trader when acting as such shall wear the badge furnished in accordance with Condition 1 displayed conspicuously on his outer garment with the lettered side outermost so that the whole writing thereon shall be distinctly visible and legible and must, when required, permit any person to inspect same and to note the writing thereon.  The licence holder shall be bound to renew his badge at 3 yearly intervals or sooner if the badge becomes defaced or illegible or on being notified by the Authorised Officer that the badge is considered to be defaced or illegible, on payment of the appropriate deposit for a replacement badge in terms of Condition 1 hereof, failing which the licence may be suspended at the sole discretion of the Council.
   
4.
A Street Trader shall not lend or allow any other person to use his licence or badge.
   
5.
A Street Trader shall not in any way alter, erase or deface his licence and shall, when reasonably required, produce it for examination by any Authorised Officer of the Council.
   
6
A street trader who has charge of any vehicle or stall will display his licence number conspicuously on it. 
  
7.
A Street Trader who has charge of any vehicle, kiosk, etc, will not alter or change or replace it without the prior approval of the Council.
   
8
A Street Trader who has charge of any mechanically propelled vehicle, beast of burden or vehicle, including any carriage, lorry, cart, wagon, truck, van, float or barrow, will remove it from the site within 30 minutes after completion of trading each day.

    
9.
A Street Trader who has charge of any mechanically propelled vehicle, beast of burden or vehicle, including any carriage, lorry, cart, wagon, truck, van, float or barrow, shall not cause or allow the same to stand on or within a distance of 10 metres from any pedestrian crossing.
    
10
The issue of this street traders licence does not entitle the trader to occupy any part of a public car park or other land owned, managed or maintained by the Council nor does it absolve the trader from parking on street contrary to any relevant Traffic Regulations pertaining to that particular area and the Street Trader must contact Dumfries and Galloway Council’s Roads Services to obtain any necessary consent. 

    
11.
A Street Trader, if he or she intends to trade in a lay-by on and trunk road within the area of this licence, shall seek permission from Transport Scotland, Buchanan House, 58 Port Dundas Road, Glasgow G4 0HF before commencing trading.
12.
A Street Trader and the vehicle, kiosk, etc, together with any other premises used for storage or preparation of goods must comply with the appropriate legislative requirements of any Regulations made under Section 16 of The Food Safety Act 1990 and a certificate of compliance granted by the Council’s  Environmental Health section must be submitted by the Street Trader when requested by or on behalf of the licensing authority.
    
13.
A Street Trader will ensure that no litter is allowed to accumulate in the area of the vehicle, kiosk, etc, and that all litter collected shall be disposed of in a proper manner and that the area around the vehicle, kiosk, etc, is kept clear of litter.
    
14.
Notwithstanding the terms and conditions in his licence, every person engaged or employed in street trading within the Council area shall comply with any order or instruction given by any Police Officer in uniform for the prevention of obstruction or annoyance to the public or to the occupiers of any premises or property or in connection with any emergency or disturbance or on any occasion when such Officer in his discretion may consider it necessary in the public interest to give such order or instruction.

“Without prejudice to (14) aforementioned the Trader shall comply with the provisions of Section 62 of the Control of Pollution Act 1974 and the Code of Practice on Noise from Ice Cream Van Chimes Etc 1982 at all times”
    
16.   
All vehicles used should be provided with a fire extinguisher of a minimum 231B rating
    
17.
All vehicles or trailers which are used to provide cooking facilities should additionally be provided with a 1m2 fire blanket. 
    
18.
All firefighting equipment should be tested and maintained annually. A 13A rated fire extinguisher must be carried in each vehicle at all times
    
19.
The Street trader is required to comply with the legislative requirements of the Health and Safety at Work etc. Act 1974, The Gas Safety (Installation and Use) Regulations 1998, and the Provision and Use of Work Equipment Regulations 1998 to ensure that so far as is reasonably practicable that their business operations do not adversely affect the health, safety or welfare of any person who could be affected by the business activity. 

20.
With respect to LPG appliances, the Street Trader is to ensure that at a minimum interval of every 12 months, that they arrange for a competent person to inspect all relevant gas appliances, carry out any necessary repairs in order to ensure that the appliances are in a safe condition. The Street Trader is obliged to retain inspection report and proof of competence of the person who carried out the work to demonstrate that all LPG appliances are maintained in a safe condition.

22.
A Street Trader who ceases to act as such for the unexpired period of his licence or whose licence shall have been suspended by the Council or shall have expired shall, within 7 days thereafter, deliver his licence and badge to the Authorised Officer and shall be in contravention hereof if he should fail to deliver both or either his licence and/or badge within the said period of 7 days.

    
   
 CONDITIONS FOR WHEELED BIN CLEANING

23.
The wheeled bin cleaning service shall be carried out in such a manner as not to be a nuisance to the public using public roads and footpaths or to the occupiers of any premises at or near which the cleaning service is being carried out. 

24.
All wheeled bin effluent from the cleaning operation shall be removed and disposed of at a properly licensed waste disposal site, or other designated discharge point.

25.
The issue of this licence is conditional upon the licence holder obtaining appropriate permission from the Council’s Roads Service, Scottish Water and Scottish Environmental Protection Agency.


N.B. Scottish Water does not own or operate any designated disposal points for the disposal of wheelie bin effluent.  Each operator must identify suitable disposal points for the disposal of this effluent. 

26.
One fire extinguisher (powder or foam type) shall be located in the vehicle.]
