WINDOW CLEANER LICENSING

CONDITIONS

1.
This licence is valid within the whole of the Dumfries & Galloway Council area.

2.
The licence holder will maintain policies of insurance as follows:


*  Third Party Indemnity (to a limit of at least £1m)


*  Employer’s Liability (to a limit of at least £1m)


and shall exhibit the policies and the receipts for payment of the premium for renewals thereof to the Council on request.

3.
The licence holder’s employees shall wear an identification badge issued by the Council at all times when operating as a Window Cleaner.  The badge shall be kept clean and legible at all times.  The badge will include the licence holder’s name, a recent photograph showing a true likeness and date of expiry of the licence.


The badge shall be exhibited on demand to any Police Officer or authorised Officer of the licensing authority.

4.
The licence holder will comply at all times with the Health & Safety at Work, etc, Act 1974 and any subsequent amending legislation.

5.
The licence holder will advise the Council immediately if he/she is convicted of any crime or offence during the currency of the licence.

6.
A licence holder who ceases to act as such for the unexpired period of his licence or whose licence shall have been suspended by the Council or shall have expired shall, within 7 days thereafter, deliver his licence and badge to the Authorised Officer and shall be in contravention hereof if he should fail to deliver both or either his licence and/or badge within the said period of 7 days.
